The 4BAR LT Quad BT has an auto-ranging power supply and it can work with an input voltage range of
100 to 240 VAC, 50/60 Hz.

To determine the product’s power requirements (circuit breaker, power outlet, and wiring), use the current
value listed on the label affixed to the product’s back panel, or refer to the product’s specifications chart.

Starting Address

When selecting a starting DMX address, always consider the number of DMX channels the selected DMX
mode uses. If you choose a starting address that is too high, you could restrict the access to some of the
product’s channels.

The 4BAR LT Quad BT uses up to 19 DMX channels, which defines the highest configurable address as
510.

Configuration (Bluetooth)

The 4BAR LT Quad BT can be operated with the BTAIir application over a Bluetooth connection.
1. Download and install the BTAir app from your preferred app store.
2. Press <MENU> repeatedly until bLE shows on the display.

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5. Maintenance

Product Maintenance

Dust build-up reduces light output performance and can cause overheating. This can lead to reduction of
the light source’s life and/or mechanical wear. To maintain optimum performance and minimize wear, clean
your lighting products at least twice a month.
